7. INSURANCE: The Contractor shall take out and maintain during the life of this Contract the 
statutory Workmen's Compensation and Employer's Liability Insurance for all of his employees and in case any 
such work is sublet, the Contractor shall require the subcontractor similarly to provide Workmen's 
Compensation and Employer's Liability Insurance for all the latter's employees to be engaged in such work. 

The Contractor shall take out and maintain during the life of this contract such Bodily Injury Liability 
and Property Damage Liability and Automobile Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Liability 
Insurance as shall protect him and any subcontractor performing work covered by this contract for claims for

DETAILED SPECIFICATIONS

            The bidder shall offer to furnish to The Town of Westerlo heavy equipment with support staff and 
supplies at an hourly rental rate. This equipment will be used on an as-needed basis by Westerlo Water District #1 and the Westerlo Highway Department. 

           Hourly rental rates will include machine, experienced operator, fuel, maintenance and mobilization of machine to and from the job site. Hourly rates will be paid at 1.25 times the bid rate for equipment and 1.5 times the bid rate for labor for all hours over eight (8) in any given work shift or on any weekend or holiday.  In addition to the heavy equipment an experienced repair crew with other equipment will be required by the town to complete repairs at an hourly rate. A repair crew may be called to perform repairs and infrastructure improvement projects as requested by Westerlo Water District #1 and the Westerlo Highway Department. 

          The personnel and equipment required will vary depending on specific needs for each job. The repair crew may be asked to complete the repair or assist town employees in completing the repair. The Foreman with "Service Truck" shall include normal tools for the repair of water mains / water services including but not limited to wrenches, cut-off saws, hand tools, shovels, trash and mud pumps, transits/levels, compaction equipment etc. The contractor shall observe all Federal, State and local laws and regulations in effect at time of employment. 

REPAIR CREW # 1:          Caterpillar 416E backhoe tractor loader or machine of equal size and capability.

AWARD OF BID

The Caterpillar name has been used in the previous listing only as a standard with which to base the size and capability of each machine requested. Any other make of machinery will be acceptable to the Town 
providing it meets or exceeds the specified standard. Machinery must be of new and modern manufacture or be 
capable of productivity equivalent to a new machine. The Town of Westerlo will evaluate each piece of 
equipment bid to determine what will best serve the needs of the Town. Each bidder shall submit the year, 
make and model of the machine bid for each item. 
The Town reserves the right to determine the most advantageous bid, based on its interpretation of the 
bidder's qualifications and ability to perform the work. The contract will be awarded to the responsible bidder 
submitting the lowest acceptable bid, as so determined. 

Under normal circumstances the Town will endeavor to provide the bidder with telephonic followed by written notice five days in advance of when the equipment will be required.  In an emergency, the five-day notice clause will be waived by the Town. 

In the event of an emergency, the Town will contact the lowest bidder for the required repair crew. If 
this crew is not immediately available the Town will contact the next lowest bidder who is available to respond. 

The award of this bid shall be based on the grand total rate for each of the five repair crews listed.  Bids 
will be accepted by the Town from qualified contractors on any or all of the items requested. 

The contract period will run from March 1, 2024 to December 31, 2024
